* What Happened to ARDBCalendar V1.0 ?*





Well. I just Erased it ! #;.).. It was one of my first objects at all and I was no very proud about it !. So I decide to Renew it all ! When I say renewed I mean It. No code of ARDBCalendar V1.0 was reussed, all is completely new at ARDBCalendar V2.0





You will notice that the unit is named ARDBCalendarN, that is because ARDBCalendar V1.0 was called ARDBCalendar, so you wont need to erase it ! #;.).. or YES... #;.)








Ok. Let's talk about the object. Many new features have been implemented and many properties have been added. One of the strongest properties of ARDBCalendar (from know in the doc ARDB2) is that it will detect if he is in Dataware mode or not ! So.. One object for two kind of needs ! Lets do part per part each property:

-Calendar Panel (The Hole Calendar Panel)


	- cpv_BevelInner,cpv_BevelOuter,cpv_PanelColor: Self explanatory.





 DataSource: glups.. THE DATASOURCE #;.D





DateField: Sorry that this is not expanded like normal DATAFIELD property values... Delphi does not let me to do that as much as I know... really weird.. because if I call it DataField and not DateField it works.. but anyway.. write in the Database FieldName where the Date is Stored. This field must be or ftDate or ftString. After down on the DatefieldSettings you will inform what kind of field it is expected or MontYear (String) or FullDate (TDateTime).





-DateField Settings





	-dtf_DateFormat (dat_FullDate,dat_MonthYear). At here you will inform the ARDB2 what kind of field it we be where you store the Date. Or Full Date (01/01/2000) (Field can be ftString or ftDate) or Monthear (05/2000 'May/2000') where the field can obvously only be ftString.





	-dtf Disabled Value: What string you would like to be stored at the Daysfield representing that a Date is Disabled.





	-dtf Selected Value: What string you would like to be stored at the Daysfield representing that a Date is Selected.





	-dtf UnSelected Value: What string you would like to be stored at the Daysfield representing that a Date is UnSelected.








-DatePanelSettings (The Above Panel where de date is displayed)








	-dpv_BevelInner,dpv_BevelOuter,dpv_DateFont,dpv_PanelColor : Self Explanatory





-DaySettings





	-day... All are really self Explanatory...





Daysfield: The same as DateField but here there is stored the Days Values. Field MUST BE STRING and with a minum length of 31.





Disabled Bitmap: Really cool. This bitmap will be displayed on each day that is disabled.





Enabled: I really don't know nothing about this property.};-)





MonthYear: the MontYear of the Calendar. (You don't need to Format de Date with '/' ARDB2 will complete it for you... try only entering 2 and look #;.D)





- SelectedSettings: The Selected Settings are the settings for the TShape that will be displayed at the Day coming form the property TextDate.





	-sel_Brush,sel_Pen,sel_visible: Self Explanatory.





TextDate: The Value in Text of a Date. (You don't need to Format de Date with '/' ARDB2 will complete it for you... try only entering 2 and look #;.D)


-Week Settings (The week panel at the left Side) All the properties are self explanatory.








-Year Base: What base you want to apply to a date entered like 01/01/68. If you Selected year Base year_1900 then it would be read as 01/01/1968 else with year_2000 it would be read as 01/01/2068.








EVENTS:





OnCreatingScheme: This is only for DataAware Mode. When the user Inserts a new Record at the database this event is triggered letting you to initialize the Calendar with the values you whatever would like. Have a look at the demo included with this zip and you will understand it easyly.





OnDatePanelCaptionChange: Yeah... Here you can put any string for the DatePanel Caption just before it needs to be refreshed... (Please don't be rude with the caption Values #;DDDD )





OnDayclick: This is triggered each time you press a day button. Here you get informed what day,year,month,week or status the button has. This is very usefull if you want to mantain another kind of Table where the days are splited in 31 Columns (This for ARDBCalendar V1.0 backwards compatibility or whatever.). Aswell you can decide if you allow the user to change the Status of that day or not.





OnDaysReadError: This is triggered when the 31 lenght string data is corrupted for whatever reason.





OnEditingError: This happens when the ARDB2 cannot read the Value of the Days Field (Should never happen in fact).





OnStatuschange: This event is triggered when the Status of the Disabled,Enabled,UnSelected Days are change so you can keep track of all the selected,unselected, disabled days you have got.








METHODS:





InitCalendar: This is only for NON Dataaware mode.. If you want the calendar be in a precise Status, you pass a array with an creating scheme. (Please be aware to dim the array more than 1..31, I don't know why but delphi raises exeception by trying to read the 31th item, so I decided to only accept from 0..40 or above althought the data of interest is between 1..31 ). Look at the demo where you would se an example.





GetCalendarScheme: This is the same as above but althought of Setting the calendar you read the calendar Scheme. This is for Data and non DataWare mode.





Don't worry about Data and non Dataware mode... The object decides for you... If no Datasource or not fields are Selected he detects  and switches automaticaly to no dataware.











Installation:





Copy ARDBCalendarN.pas, ARDBCalendarN.dcr,ARDBCalendarN.res to you favorite directory and use the normal method for install objects. I had tested it in D3... and should work on D2 and D4...








As well there is an Table for a Table.. create an alias and assign it to the Table in the Demo.
