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Description





TLsPictureEditor is based on Delphi's ImagView.dpr (an example application in Delphi's Demos folder), but has been extensively enhanced to include additional features, which allow you to:





browse your glyph collections in an array of SpeedButtons, in both enabled- and  disabled-state,  thus allows you to select your desired glyph visually from the SpeedButton array, instead of just from FileNames in the FilelistBox;


convert Icons to Bitmaps with your specified rectangle parameters, in order to adapt icons as button glyphs;


access frequently used image collections (directories which contain .bmp, .ico and .wmf files)  quickly through the use of the built-in BookMarks facility. .	





Installation





1.	Decompress the file PictEdit.zip in any directory. You'll note that files for Delphi versions 2, 3, and 4 are stored in D2, D3, and D4 sub-directories respectively.


2.    Copy LsPicture.ini file to your C:\windows directory.   It may be necessary to edit this file, in order to ensure that the path entries of those directories under [Path] Section are correct..


3.    Copy all files in D2, D3, or D4 directory into a directory that is in the Library Search Path.  Close all open files in the IDE.


4.1  Delphi version 2x


 Navigate to  \Delphi2\bin directory. Copy Cmplib32.dcl to a different directory as a backup.


Choose Component | Install,  this opens the Install Component Dialog.  


Click Add button, and then Browse button to select  LsPEPicRegD2.pas file.


Click Open button, then OK button to add TLsPictureEditor into  Delphi component library Cmplib32.dcl. .


4.2  Delphi versions 3x or 4x


Choose File | Open,  then open file LsPEPictureD3.dpk  for Delphi3 ,or LsPEPictureD4.dpk for Delphi4, from the FileOpenDialog.


When the Package Editor appears, click Compile button to compile the package into .DPL file (.BPL file in Delphi 4). 


Upon completion of compiling,  click Install button to install TLsPictureEditor as a replacement of the default TPicture and TBitmap property editor.





Using the TLsPictureEditor





	Click '...' button next to Glyph or Picture Property, or double-click the Value column, in the Object Inspector, the LsPictureEditor will popup.  All controls are provided with sufficient Help Hints or Help Text in the StatusBar,  thus making this property editor exeedingly easy to use.
