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Introducing

TUsedTimesStop is a component which will help you to set the allowed number of times users can run your application when not registred. This is speacially useful if you are developing a shareware program.



All you have to do is put this component on main form and set few properties, TUsedTimesStop will take care of everything else! TUsedTimesStop writes the number of times user ran your application in the Windows 95 Registry, so it is unavailable for users to change it.



TUsedTimesStop can only run on Win32 platforms, that is on Delphi 2.0 or higher.





TUsedTimesStop Reference

Here are all properties, methods and events available in TUsedTimesStop Component.




Properties



Property About

Read-only. Clicking on this property in Object Inspector will cause a messagebox appear saying    the general component information.



Property AlertMessage

This property can be set to true and false. If true, TUsedTimesStop will alert a messagebox when the limit of times user is allowed to run is exceeded, with the text specified in the MessageText property.



Property AutoSave

If this property is set to true, TUsedTimesStop will automaticly save the number of times user ran your application. If set to false, you will have to call Save method every time it is needed. I recommand to set this property to true.



Property MessageText

The value of this property will appear in the messagebox that TUsedTimesStop will alert when the limit is exceeded. If the property AlertMessage is set to false, this property has no effect.



Property Max

In this property you can set the number of times user is allowed to run the application. Everything else depends on this property.



Property SaveKey

The value of this property is the Key in which the numeber of times used will be saved in the Windows Registry.



Property SaveSection

In this property, you need to set the Section in which the number of times used will be saved in the Windows Registry.



Property StopExecute

If this property is set to true, TUsedTimesStop will stop executing your application when the limit of allowed times is exceeded. By default, this property is set to true.



Property TimesUsed

Run-time and read-only. This property says how many times user ran the application.




Methods



Method Save

This method will save the number of times used in the registry, in the Key specified by SaveKey property and in the Section specified in the SaveSection property.



Method Load

This method will load the number of times used from the registry, in the Key specified by SaveKey property and in the Section specified in the SaveSection property.



Method LockCounter

This method will lock the counting of times used. This is specially useful to use when the user enters the right registration number.



Method ResetCounter

This method will reset the counter to one, and start counting from the begining. You can also use this method to “unlock” the counter.




Events



OnUsedAll Event

This event will occur when the limit of times users is allowed to run application is exceeded.

Installation

To install TUsedTimesStop component, do following:

In Delphi, from Component menu chose Install

Click Add button, and select file utimstop.pas

Click OK and again OK.

TPopupButton component will appear in the Samples palette.
