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Introduction


TFnpListBox is derived from TListBox. In addition to the features of the standard list box, TFnpListBox has support for columns, searching, has an improved delete method, makes it easy to rearrange the item order (either from code or by the user) and can draw a focus rectangle to indicate what item the mouse pointer is over when the user drags an object over the control.





New features in version 2.0:





·	The control now uses "true" columns instead of tab stops. This means that if one column is too wide, it is truncated and the columns to the right are not affected.


·	A new property Cols that has a property editor to set the columns at design time.


·	You can set the alignment of each column (left, right or center).


·	You can set the spacing between columns (1 - 9 pixels).


·	You can specify whether each column should be owner draw or not. If a column has the style set to owner draw, OnCellDraw is called.


·	The control now has a horizontal scrollbar.


·	It is now possible to rearrange the items by using drag-and-drop (like the list boxes in Delphi's "Environment Options" dialog box).


·	The control can draw a focus rectangle to indicate what item the mouse pointer is over when the user drags an object over the control.





Important! TabStops (property) and SetTabStops (method) are no longer supported. Use the Cols property instead.





Important! The default value for Rearrange is changed from True to False. You may need to manually update this property in all forms you have used this control.

·	Fixed problems that occured if you created an instance of TFnpCols in memory and assigned it to the Cols property.

Installation





Delphi 2





1.	Unzip D2.zip.


2.	Choose Component | Install Components.


3.	Click on the Add button.


4.	In the Add Module dialog box, click on the Browse button.


5.	Select FnpListBox.dcu from the file list and click on OK.


6.	In the Install Components dialog box, click on OK.





Delphi 3





1.	Unzip D3.zip.


2.	Choose Component | Install Components


3.	Select the package you want to install the component to.


4.	Click on the Browse button.


5.	Select FnpListBoxPack.dpl from the file list and click on OK.


6.	In the Install Component dialog box, click on OK.

Installation


Install TFnpListBox (FnpListBox.dcu) as any other Delphi component. The component is by default installed under "Samples" in the component palette.





Important! FnpListBox.dcr, FnpListBoxPE.dcu and FnpListBoxPE.dfm must be available in the same folder as FnpListBox.dcu.





Properties





Cols: TFnpCols


The Cols property is a list of TFnpCol objects, which determine the appearance of each column in the control. When setting this property at design-time the "FnpListBox Cols Editor" dialog box appears.





TFnpCols has one property:





Items[Index: Integer]: TFnpCol


The Items property provides access to the columns in the list box. For exampel, you can change the alignment of the first column like this:





FnpListBox1.Cols.Items[0].Alignment := taCenter;





	or, since this is the default array property





FnpListBox1.Cols[0].Alignment := taCenter;





TFnpCols has these methods:





function Add: TFnpCols 


Use this method to add a new column to the list box. The method returns a reference to the new column. Here is an example that adds a 96 pixels wide right justified column with style set to owner draw.





with FnpListBox1.Cols.Add do begin


	Alignment := taRightJustify;


	OwnerDraw := True;


	Width := 96;


end;





procedure Remove (Index: Integer)


Use this method to remove a column from the list box. To delete column no. 2:





FnpListBox1.Cols.Remove(1);





TFnpCol has these properties:





Alignment: TAlignment


Specifies the alignment of the column.





OwnerDraw: Boolean


Specifies whether the column is of type owner draw or not. If yes, the OnCellDraw event occurs and it is your responsibility to draw the contents of the cell.





Width: Integer


The width of the column in pixels.





DelimChar: Char (default #9)


Specify the character used to separate the columns in the Items property. 





FocusDrag: Boolean (default False)


Specifies whether the control will draw a focus rectangle to indicate what item the mouse pointer is over when the user drags an object over the control. You still need to write the actual drag-and-drop implementation yourself in the OnDragOver and OnDragDrop events. 





HScrollBar: Boolean (default False)


Specify whether the list box should have a horizontal scrollbar or not. This scrollbar is only shown if the columns are wider than the list box.





LBStyle: TLBStyle (default lbsItemHeightFixed)


The LBStyle property determines how the list box sets the height of each item:





lbsItemHeightFixed - Each item in the list box is the height specified by ItemHeight.


lbsItemHeightVariable - Items in the list box can be of varying heights.





Each time an item is displayed in a lbsItemHeightVariable list box, the OnMesasureItem event occurs. In this event you set the height of the item.





Rearrange: Boolean (default False)


Specifies whether the user can rearrange the items or not. Use Ctrl+Arrow up/down to rearrange the items with the keyboard and drag-and-drop to rearrange the items with the mouse.





Spacing: Integer (default 2)


Specify the spacing between columns in pixels.





Version: String


The version number. This property is read-only!





Methods





procedure DeleteSelected 


Delete the selected item. Differs from items.delete that itemindex is not set to -1. That is, an item is still selected after you delete the item that was selected.





function Find(Value: String): Integer 


Search for the first item that begins with the value you specify.





function FindExact(Value: String): Integer 


Search for the first item equal to the value you specify. Returns the same result as IndexOf().





function FindItemData(Value: Integer): Integer 


Search for the first item where the "item data" (I'm an old VB programmer!) is equal to the value you specify. Instead of storing an object reference, you may associate a specific number with each item: FnpListBox.AddObject('This is a new item', Pointer(200)'). This might be useful if you want to store a record number or a reference to an array element. Please note that you need to conver the number to a pointer. This method is useful when you want to search for this number in the list box.





procedure MoveDown 


Move the selected item down one line.





procedure MoveUp 


Move the selected item up one line.





Events





OnDrawCell (Sender: TObject; Index, Col: Integer; Rect: TRect; State: TOwnerDrawState)


The OnDrawCell event occurs whenever a cell in the list box need to be redisplayed. This event only occurs when the OwnerDraw property of the column is set to True.





OnDrawCell passes four parameters describing the item to be drawn:





· A reference to the list box containing the item


· The index of the item in that list box


· The column


·  A rectangle in which to draw


· The state of the item (selected, focused, and so on)





OnRearranged (Sender: TObject; Index1, Index2: Integer)


The OnRearranged event occurs whenever the item order is rearranged, that is, when you call MoveUp/MoveDown in code or the user rearranges the items with the keyboard or by drag-and-drop.





OnRearranged passes three parameters:





· A reference to the list box containing the item


· The index of the two old and new position in the list

Other components and applications


TFnpComboColor (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/delphi.html) - TFnpComboColor is designed to let the user pick a color from a combo box. Freeware with source.





TFnpFormEnh (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/delphi.html) - TFnpFormEnh enhances the form that owns it. The component can save the form's size, position and state to the registry when it is destroyed, restore these properties when it is created and it lets you specify min and max sizes for the form. Freeware with source.





TFnpListBox (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/delphi.html) -TFnpListBox is derived from TListBox. TFnpNumericEdit (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/delphi.html) - TFnpNumericEdit is an enhanced version of the standard edit control, that is designed specifically for entering numbers. This component is ideal for data entry applications and other situations where you want to restrict user input to a certain range of numbers. You may specify from 0 to 9 decimals. This component gives you the ability to define minimum and maximum values that are allowed. If an invalid entry is made, an event is fired when the component loses the focus. Freeware with source.





CATraxx (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/eng/catraxx.html) - CATraxx is a quick, efficient, easy-to-use program for organizing your music collection. CATraxx is developed by record collectors for record collectors to ensure that you get all the features you need.





With CATraxx you can register and look up information about such things as: 





·	artist, album title, format, release date,


·	company, label, catalog number, 


·	condition, playing time, purchase price and current value, 


·	song titles, songwriters, producers, 


·	studios, musicians, instruments. 





You can add personal comments for both albums and tracks. Twenty special fields enable you to customize your catalog. You can even store a bitmap picture of the album cover. Shareware $39.





CATBooks (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/eng/catbooks.html) - CATBooks is a quick, efficient, easy-to-use program for organizing your book collection.





With CATBooks you can register and look up information about such things as: 





·	author, title, release year, publisher, country of origin


·	condition, category, type, location,


·	edition, printing, pages, ISBN, 


·	purchase price and current value.





You can add personal comments for every item. Thirteen special fields enable you to customize your catalog. You can even store a bitmap picture of the book cover. Shareware $29.





CATVids (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/eng/catvids.html) - CATVids is a quick, efficient, easy-to-use program for organizing your video collection.





With CATVids you can register and look up information about such things as: 





·	title, format, type of content, category, length,


·	production year, release year, studio, country of origin, distributor,


·	writer, producer, director, actors,


·	rating, tape counter, recording speed, laserdisc information, location,


·	purchase date, price and current value. 





You can add personal comments for every item. Thirteen special fields enable you to customize your catalog. You can even store a bitmap picture (for example of the cover). Shareware $29.





StampCAT (http://www.prodat.no/fnp/eng/stampcat.html) - StampCAT is a quick, efficient, easy-to-use program for organizing your stamp collection.





With StampCAT you can register and look up information about such things as: 





·	country, catalog number, face value, issue date, design, topic,


·	color, preformation, condition, watermark, date acquired,


·	postmark (type, city and date),


·	location, quantity, price and market value.





You can add personal comments for every item. Eleven special fields enable you to customize your catalog. You can even store a scanned picture of the stamp. Shareware $29.
