v1.1 to v1.2 updates

1) OK button fixed after selecting a date

2) Dates passed to the calendar component are now displayed

Follow v1.0 to v1.1 update installation instructions
v1.0 to v1.1 update installation

1) Copy the zip file into the directory where you copied the original zip file

2) Unzip ODCal1.zip and overwrite files if required

3) Run Delphi, close open project

4) Click Component menu, install packages, choose the package where you installed the date component, eg: Delphi Users Components, and click Edit

5) Click Yes to open the package compiler / editor

6) Click Compile to (re)build the package

7) Ignore the warnings (if any)

8) Close the package editor and save

9) Close the warnings dialog box if required

10) Copy the .hlp file into the Delphi 3 Help directory

The application writer can now:

· specify a specific beginning and ending of a year to reflect different date search requirements, eg for Financial Year, Calendar Year, Production Year highlight specific days, eg for holidays, birthdays in the month

· add a specific colour and hint to particular days

· Editable day headers

· See help and the project1 for further information

New Installation
1) unzip into new directory

2) install component ODCalend.pas


installs ODCalendar component that can be dropped onto a form

3) install ODPopCal.pas


installs ODCalendarDialog and ODPopupCalendar components

Both components are installed into a new component page called Orbital.

No help is provided except for this readme file.

Run the ODCal.dpr project to see a demonstration of using the components.

Purpose (and explanation)

When using date functions in programs it often takes up to 11 or more mouse clicks to select a from date and to date for a report.  Therefore write a component that allows the following:

· left mouse click for start date

· right mouse click for end date

· selection of a week by clicking on the week number (left click and then right click on week number or left click on one week number and right click on another week number)

· selection of a month by clicking on the month name

· selection of a year by clicking on the year number

· allow weeks to start on a Sunday or on a Monday

· allow the selection of the to date before the from date

· allow the same calendar component to be used to select a single date

1-Feb to 31-Mar can be selected by left clicking on February, then moving forward to the next month and then right clicking on March.

The dialog can be executed using: ODCalendarDialog1.Execute;

The results are in ODCalendarDialog1.StartDate and in ODCalendarDialog1.EndDate.

We hope that you and your users enjoy using this component.
