Multimedia Weed Science Users Manual





This software was originally designed to be used a lecture aid for an introductory course in Weed Science. The information is presented in the outline form used for lectures. We have improved the interface to allow more systematic study while retaining the emphasis on the presentation format. The material does not contain detailed discussion of the topics covered. The reader is encouraged to refer to the printed references listed at the end of each topic for more detailed study.





There is not much to learn to use this program.  All functions are accessed by the use of the mouse.  No keyboarding is required.





This software follows standard Microsoft Windows navigation conventions. You may exit from the program or close “popup” windows by clicking on the control box in the upper left corner of any window and selecting “close”.  Right and left arrow buttons on each page allow you to move forward or backward in the program.  The “Home” button on each page will take you back to the main directory at any time if you get lost.





The program will take you to a central directory “home” page when you start. You may choose a topic for study by clicking on the topic button.  You may also directly access animations and illustrations from the main animations “home” page. 





Movement and options within the program are usually described with instructions on appropriate pages.  Hotwords are underlined and colored blue and will take you to a graphic or illustrative animation, or bring up the glossary “popup” window.
