Features of Simple LOCK





Simple LOCK is a full featured password protection program made to be simple for the user.  Simple LOCK, when engaged, disables all "get-out" keys such as CTRL-ALT-DEL, ALT-F4 and CTRL-C.  It provides multiple backdrops to choose from, a hot key, a hot spot, log files, and several configuration options.  Simple LOCK even includes a visible and audible alert when an intruder is present.  When Simple LOCK is engaged, NO ONE can enter the computer unless you know the password.  Be assured, with Simple LOCK installed, your computer is protected.

Operations


•   Set your options by choosing a backdrop, hint settings, startup settings, hot key on/off, hot    


     spot on/off  and password  settings.  REMEMBER YOUR PASSWORD.  CAPITILIZATION   


     DOES COUNT!  Choose OK and your settings will be saved.





•   Load Simple LOCK by choosing it from the Start Menu, the Hot Key (CTRL-SHIFT-L), or the   


     Hot Spot in the lower right hand corner of your screen.       


    Once engaged, you can leave your computer and know that it will be protected.  When you   


    return, enter the password into the password box at the bottom of the screen.  Simple LOCK 


    will close and you may continue with your work





•   Note that when an unauthorized user tries to gain access to your computer, an alarm will   


      sound and the computer will shut down.
