Instalation:


This component is compiled to run under Delphi 4.3. If you have a different version, e-mail me.


-Select File


-Select Open


-Choose "groh.dpk" from the path you unziped it


-Click on the Install button

Properties		Description


WatchChangeFilter	Used to tell the component what kind(s) of event(s) it need(s) to be aware


			when watching a folder. It defaults to all events. These events can be any


			combination of WATCH_FILES, WATCH_DIR, WATCH_ATTRIBUTES,


			WATCH_SIZE, WATCH_LAST_WRITE or WATCH_SECURITY.


WatchPath		Is the path of the folder subject to observation. It defaults to "." (current


			directory, i.e. the directory pointed by "Start In" in the program's shortcut


			properties)


WatchSubTree		Defaults to TRUE, meaning that subdirectories in the desired path should


			also be verified (watched)


WatchTimeOut		It's the total amount of time (in milisseconds) you want to wait until to see


			if something happens do the desired path. If you want to wait forever (i.e.


			until the component is signaled) set it to -1








Events			Description


OnWatchDone		This event is generated when the component is signaled by Windows, when


			an error occurs or when the component wait timed-out. It's accompanied by


			a WatchStatus for each situation: TWS_ERROR, TWS_SUCCESS and


			TWS_TIMEOUT.








Component Considerations:


Note that this component only encapsulates Windows functions FindFirstChangeNotification and


WaitForSingleObjectEx. As you may know, WaitForSingleObjectEx may hang your computer, so it's


a good practice to invoke the component in another thread.


Once the WaitForSingleObjectEx waits for windows messages, it does not consume additional CPU


time to be run.
