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Introduction


TFnpForm is derived from TForm. It has all the features of TForm plus it can save its size/position/state to the registry when it is destroyed, read it again when it is created and has automatic support for min/max sizes. Unfortunately it's not possible to give a form new published properties that show up in the Object Inspector (you can of course set them in OnCreate). The rescue is TFnpFormProp. Place this component on the form and set the properties. When the form is created the properties are transfered to the form before the component is automatically destroyed (since it is not longer needed).





Note: I had problems making this work with MDI-child forms. It seems that inherited Create calls DoShow before control is returned to the rest of the constructor code. This only happens with MDI-child forms. Anyway, the result is that you can't set SavePosition, SubKey etc. in OnCreate for MDI-child forms. You must use TFnpFormProp! If anyone has more information why this happens I would be grateful.

Installation


Install TFnpFormProp (FnpFormProp.dcu) as any other Delphi component. The component is by default installed under "Samples" in the component palette. TFnpForm (FormFnp.pas) should be installed in the Object Repository (you may want to add TFnpFormProp to it first).





TFnpForm (1.00.00)


TFnpForm is derived from TForm. It has these additional properties:





AllowMaximized (Boolean - default True)


If True the form is shown maximized if it was saved maximized. When False it's never shown maximized.





AllowMinimized (Boolean - default True)


If True the form is shown minimized if it was saved minimizd. When False it's never shown minimized. Note: The main form is never shown minimized!





MaxSizeX (Integer - default 0)


The maximum width of the form. Has no effect when set to 0.





MaxSizeY (Integer - default 0)


The maximum height of the form. Has no effect when set to 0.





MinSizeX (Integer - default 0)


The minimum width of the form. Has no effect when set to 0.





MinSizeY (Integer - default 0)


The minimum height of the form. Has no effect when set to 0.





RegKey (HKEY - default HKEY_CURRENT_USER)	


The handle for the root key in the registry. Only HKEY_CURRENT_USER or HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE are allowed.





SavePosition (default False)


If True the form's position, size and window state is automatically saved when it's destroyed and automatically read when it's created.





SubKey (String)


The key where the information regarding the form is saved, for example "Software\Borland\Delphi 2.0". The name of the form is automatically appended to the end to the string.





Version (String)


The version number. This property is read-only!








TFnpFormProp (1.00.00) 


TFnpFormProp is derived from TComponent. It has the same additional properties as TFnpForm. Please note that RegKey is an enumeratated type: rk_CurrentUser and rk_LocalMachine that corresponds to HKEY_CURRENT_USER and HKEY_LOCAL_MACHINE.
