A short description of MDBNavigator. �


This description is for v3.06.





Here are the properties that have changed from the original DBNavigator.





Property:





About: 		my ego and unchangeble.





EditEnableButtons: 	wich buttons should be enabled when the datasource is in edit mode.





EnableButtons:		wich buttons should be enabled at any time.(This doesn’t control when they are


enabled only that they are enabled sometimes)





MenuItemXXX:	a link to a menu item corresponding with the button. The menu item selected


		here will be enabled and disabled following the manner of the button


		wich bears it’s name.





Event:





AfterBtnChange:	this event is triggered after the navigator has selected wich buttons should be


enabled and wich shouldn’t. This is so that you might know wich buttons are enabled at this moment.





BeforeOnDelete:	This is called before the delete function does anything at all. If you call abort


		during this event the delete never happens.





BeforeOnXXXX:	Same as the above.





OnBDEError:		This event captures the exception that is triggered by the BDE.


		Thus you can handle it yourself. The errorcode is stored in the FengineError.





OnClick:		This is not changed. I just want to inform you that this event is triggered


		after the internal code for the button is executed.IE if you press the delete


		button, it will delete the record first then trigger this event. This is how


		Borland made it and I have left it this way.





OnClickXXXX:	This event replaces the internal code of the navigator if assigned. If it is empty


		the internal code will run just as normal. This is very nice if you have your own


		delete routines and such.





There is very many other changes in the navigator developed over the last year but I can’t remember them right


now. It has removed lots of weird bugs Borland has put into the navigator and enhanced it in other areas.


This is almost freeware. The only thing I want is a mail telling me you are using it. Either via Email or SnailMail. Sourcecode is available upon request.
