TFinger component for Delphi v2.0 (32 bit)





TFinger is a component which implements the finger protocol.  TFinger is distributed as freeware.  You are free to use it without any restrictions.





Finger allows you to get information about users on the Internet.  It is one of the simplest Internet services.  You can find more information about this service in RFC 1288.

Installation





To install TFinger copy the following files:


finger.pas


finger.dcr


to “Delphi 2.0\Lib” directory and install the component finger.pas from the Delphi 2.0 IDE.





Usage





TFinger is very simple to use.  It has following published properties:


·	TimeOut : Integer - Each blocking operation in TFinger component is checked for time-out.  For example, if gethostbyname() function does not return for TimeOut seconds, exception will be raised and task will be terminated.  Default value is 40.


·	Query : string - This is the query which will be sent to the finger server.  Format of this string is user@domain, e.g. jdoe@somenet.com.  User field can be blank, i.e. @domain format is also acceptable.


There are following public methods:


·	procedure Execute - call of this method causes to execution of finger query.  TFinger tries to resolve domain name to IP address, then connects to the finger port of the remote system and send the query.  Results are received to RecvLines public field, which is declared as TStringList.  You can use this field to get the information received by TFinger.


·	procedure Cancel - cancels the current operation and raises EFingerError exception with the message 'Operation Canceled.'
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
